Poetic purposes may not differ among poets, but there are
those who are distinguished for one purpose rathr than others Our
poet is not an exception to these, so what are the purposes of the
poetry of Al-Mutamid bin Abbad?

This research discusses these purposes based on the
descriptive analytical method The research was divided into a set of
sections after the introduction and the end with the conclusion of
the research as well as footnotes and referrals.

He is Muhammad ibn Abbad ibn Muhammad ibn Ismail
al-Lakhmi, Abu al-Qasim al-Mu,tamid on God He was born in the
city of Beja, which was one of the cities in westen Andalusia He
assumed power after his father, Al-Mu,tadid, at the age of twenty-
nine, that is, he assumed the throne of Seville.
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He is an important poet in our Andalusian literature, one of
the glorious and masterful poets, who used rhetorical devices and
added a wonderful artistic image, especially during his captivity, as
well as in his war and the Battle of Zallagah.

As for rhyme and rhyming letters, the poet is between
restriction and release, as if he was mimicking what he felt during
his captivity of release, as if he was mimicking what he felt during
his captivity of restrictions and shackles. He tied some of his
rhymes, while he unleashed some other rhymes to swim in a
material and spiritual world in his flirtations and his wars. Further,
he was successful in choosing those rhymes as well rhyming letters
in his amatory poetry (Ghazal) and lamentation in particular.
