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Abstract:
The following key findings are derived from this research:

1. The common factors uniting Libyan society outweigh the elements that divide it, with
Islamic identity being one of the most significant unifying factors. It is essential to call
for adherence to this identity and leverage it in promoting social reconciliation. A
survey of Libyan society across its east, west, north, and south reveals a shared
practice of Islamic rituals, including the declaration of faith (Shahada), prayer, fasting,
zakat, and pilgrimage, along with a shared language and common history.

2. There is a need to develop and unify religious discourse to sow the seeds of love,
tolerance, reconciliation, and reform within Libyan society.

3. Media outlets should be supported, developed, and directed to deliver messages that
foster national reconciliation among the people of Libya. This includes broadcasting
programs that promote harmony, tolerance, and the rejection of violence and killing,
while avoiding actions that inflame tensions or sow animosity.
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
