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Abstract:
This study aims to determine the extent of the relationship between emotional
intelligence, perceived social support, and social responsibility. It also seeks to identify
the contributions of emotional intelligence and perceived social support in predicting
social responsibility. The original research population consisted of all male and female
students enrolled in the First-Year Common Program at King Saud University in
Riyadh during the second semester of the 1445 academic year. The total number of
students was 10,831, distributed as follows: 6,868 male students and 3,963 female
students (King Saud University Statistics, 1445 AH).
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
