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ABSTRACT :

In this paper, we try to critically examine a set of articles that address the implications of the
Corona-virus on environmental sustainability as a goal of sustainable development (goal 13 and 15.)

The study provides a critical analysis of 10 studies on the relationship between COVID-19 and the
environment, published in international journals (Google Scholar). As a reminder, the number of articles
on COV19 environmental implications published on the Google Scholar floor is approximately 2.150,
most of which are in English.

The 10 studies deal with the environmental and ecology implications of COVE19 and are
distributed into two groups: a group that focuses on the positive impact, especially on air, gas emissions
and others. And the second highlights the negative side of the pandemic, especially medical waste and
soil pollution, due to the excessive use of disinfectants, sterilization and such cleaning substances.
However, most studies have adopted one approach rather than addressing the phenomenon from several
transdisciplinary approaches, as the sociological aspect is almost lacking in most studies of the
environmental consequences of Corona...

Living in a healthy environment enhances our ability to deal better with crises, especially
epidemics; as the pandemic of Coruna is not only a health crisis but a cross-continental humanitarian
crisis with complex repercussions; as it is likely to have a profound and negative impact on sustainable
development efforts. A prolonged global economic slowdown will negatively affect the implementation
of the 2030 Sustainable Development Plan; so the paper addresses the following question:

What are the implications of the Corona-19 pandemic for environmental sustainability?
